INSTALLATION:

1. Place the blower motor on the ground and then secure it by inserting the ground stakes
into the holes in the base.

2. The blower motor should be installed in a well-ventilated location and on a level surface.

3. The air input of the inflatable (the long intake tube) is to be attached to the air output of
the blower motor and secured in place with a cord.

USING THE BLOWER MOTOR:

1. Plug the blower motor into a power supply.

2. To avoid electrical shock, never plug
in or unplug the appliance with wet
hands.

If the cord is damaged or deteriorated, immediately
discontinue use of the blower motor and contact the manufacturer.
